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In the spring of 2005, Betty Corcoran and Carolyn McCall, 
both members of the Dallas/Ft. Worth Colony, made plans 
to attend the 74th Annual State Meeting of The Society of 
Mayflower Descendants in the State of Texas to be held in 
Waco, Texas on April 1 – 2, 2005.  While enroute to the 
conference, Betty Corcoran made the remark, “Wouldn’t it 
nice to have a colony in East Texas and not have to drive 
the distance to the Dallas area to attend meetings?”  And 
so the birth of the Tyler Colony began.  Corcoran and 
McCall talked to the leadership at the Waco conference 
and gathered information on how to form a colony. 

Betty Corcoran set about gathering the names of mem-
bers of the State Society living in the East Texas area and 
contacted them about forming a Tyler Colony.  Mrs. Cor-
coran wrote the petition for establishing the East Texas 
Colony and set about to gather the names and signatures 
for the petition. 

There were 17 Texas Mayflower Society members that 
requested charter membership, 3 applicants pending re-
questing charter membership and 5 applicants requesting 
charter membership by e-mail.  This was a total of 25 peo-
ple. 

A meeting was scheduled for Saturday, June 18, 2005 and 
there were 12 members and 3 guests and 1 State officer 
in attendance.  The petition was passed around so all of 
the signatures could be obtained.   

Betty Corcoran, Carolyn McCall and Kevin McCall at-
tended the 75th annual conference in Amarillo, Texas on 
March 31 – April 1, 2006 and presented the petition to the 
Board of Assistants for approval.  The board approved the 
petition and so the Tyler Colony was born. 

Upon returning from the Amarillo Conference, Governor 
Corcoran called a meeting of the charter members .  This 
was a celebration meeting and the new charter was dis-
played at the meeting.  

Since the Colony has been formed, 3 sets of Silver Books 
have been placed in libraries.  Volumes III and IV of the 
book MAYFLOWER DESCENDANTS In The State of 
Texas and Their Lineages have been placed in the genea-
logical section of the Lindale Public Library.  The Colony 
now has a U.S. flag and a Texas flag to be displayed at 
their meetings.  The Colony has a fund raising project 
which consists of 3 different styles of tote bags for May-
flower members to purchase.  The Bylaws Committee is 
currently working on a set of bylaws to be presented at the 
May 2008 business meeting. 

We currently have 23 members.   

On April 6, 1946, the Annual State Meeting with Mr. Cla-
rence M. Redfield as Governor was held in Houston.  In 
the business meeting on that date, it was announced that 
a Colony had been formed in Houston.  The Houston Col-
ony had actually elected Mrs. Armond Kainer as its first 
Colony Governor prior to that when it met for the founding 
meeting on October 8, 1945. 

Colony Governors were elected to serve for one year 
terms until 1959 when the term was extended to two 
years.  Other changes definitely marked the times experi-
enced by the Colony.  The Compact dinner in November 
of 1951 cost each an astounding $2.75.  An early activity 
of the Colony was the “Penny Savings Plan”, which in-
volved asking members to save pennies from their daily 
pocket change to be donated to the Colony at the next 
meeting.  At least $60.00 was collected over several years 
from this activity. 

Through the years the Colony has been active in sharing 
the Mayflower experience.  Scholarships have been one 
way to encourage outstanding efforts by local youth.  This 
year 11 schools were the recipients of Educational Mate-
rial presented by volunteers from the Houston Colony. 

The Houston Colony is proud of its place in the Texas So-
ciety and the many contributions of its members through 
the 63 year history.  Special recognition goes to the follow-
ing top 10 Houston Colony members who hold the distinc-
tion of having the longest active State Membership and 
current active membership in the Houston Colony:
